SMALLPOX SURVEILLANCE 
SURVEILLANCE DE LA V ARIOLE 

Through 18 September, 96 951 cases of smallpox have been 
reported to the Organization (Table 1). This total, for the first 
eight months of the year, is higher than during any previous year 
since 1967, the first year of the global eradication programme. 
All but 265 cases have been recorded by the four remaining endemic 
countries-India accounts for 58 % of aU cases, Bangladesh for 
30 %, Pakistan for 8 % and Ethiopia for 4 %. However, the 
increase in incidence this year is a.lmost entirely accounted for by 
two countries-India which has so far reported 56 000 cases com· 
pared to 20 000 cases at this time last year and Bangladesh which 
has reported 29 000 cases compared to 8 000 cases by this date in 
1972 (Fig. J).

As shown in Figure 2, there are now two principal endemic areas L'Asie compte maintenant deux principales zones d'endemie 
in Asia, one comprised of Sind and Baluchistan Provinces in (Fig. 2): l 'une comprenant Jes provinces pakistanaises du Sind et 
Pakistan and the second comprised of Bangladesh and four northern du Baloutchistan, l'autre le Bangladesh et quatre Etats du Nord 
states of India.

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have been imerrupted during this period. Silllllarly, in Bangla­
desh, all but 5 of the 56 subdivisions have recorded one or more 
cases during the year and 42 (75 %) have recorded cases since 
l July. In Pakistan, cases this year have been recorded by 37 of 
the 55 districts, 20 (54%) of which have detected cases since 1 July. 

During the July to October period, smallpox mcidence is usually 
at its lowest point ot' the year and involves the fewest areas. 
However, as noted above and illustrated in Figure 3, the disease 
chis summer is still comparatively widespread. This is of real 
concern and indicates the need for a far more aggressive surveil· 
lance-containment programme to avert serious problems during 
the coming smallpox season. 

Throughout the three remaining enderruc countnes, major 
campaigns are beginning at this time to search out and eliminate 
remaining pockets of infection during this seasonal period of 
low mcidence. Additional mtemational resources are being 
provided to assist in this effort. However, more effective surveil· 
lance measures will be required if the autumn campaign 1s to be 
successful. 

MENINGOCOCCAL INFECTIONS 

CANADA. - The upward trend of menmgococcal mfections, 
which became apparent in Ontario during the 1972 season from 
January-April, continued through the year resulting in the highest 
number of cases since i960. Nmety-two cases occurred, in­
cluding 23 deaths. The cases were scattered in the province 
and occurred mostly in densely populated areas. 

The attack rate in 1972 was 130% above the 1971 rate. Deaths 
occurred in every month except June and July and the overall 
case-fatality rate was 25 %. The case-fatality rate was highest 
(50 ~'u) in the months of lowest incidence, August and November. 

There were 51 male and 41 female cases with 12 and 11 deaths 
respectively. The age specific rate was highest for both sexes 
in the age group below five years with a minor peak for males 
in the 15-19 age group. 

The meningococcal infection complex can be divided into the 
following clinical types: meningococcal bacteraemia, meningo­
coccal meningitis, acute meningococcaemia, fulminant meningo­
ce>ccacmia, meningo-encephalopathy and chronic meningococcal 
septicaemia.. In this review there were 57 cases of meningococcal 
merungitis contributing 62 % of the total number of cases and 
4.3 % of the deaths. By contrast, the acute fulmmant meningo­
coccaemia accounted for 18 cases, or 19.6% of all cases, but 15 
or 65.2 % of all deaths. Both cases of menmgo-encephalopathy 
died. Adults appear to survive overt septicaemic clinical varieties 
of the disease but, like children, fare poorly in the fulminant con­
ditions, as indicated by the case-fatality rates. 

In this series no secondary cases developed m close contacts. 
In most cases, these close contacts were nasopharyngeal swabbed 
and placed on prophylaxis. Admimstration of penicillin for 
eradication of the meningococcal carrier state is ineffective and 
not advised. In Ontario, the organisms isolated are sensitive 
to most antib10tics, mcludmg sulfa drugs.

Cette situa· 
tion tres preoccupante rend necessaire un programme de surveil­
lance-endiguement beaucoup plus agressif afin d'eviter de graves 
problemes pendant la prochaine saison de la variole. 

Dans Jes tro1s pays ou la variole pers1ste it l'etat endem1que, de 
vastes campagnes sont engagees pour deceler et elimmer Jes der· 
mers ilots d'infection a cette epoque de J'annee OU l'mcidence est 
fa1ble. L'aide intemationale fournit a cet effet des soutiens supple­
mcntarres, ma1s le succes de la campagne d'automne ex1ge encore 
des mesures de surveillance plus efficaces. 

INFECTIONS MENlNGOCOCClQUES 

CANADA. - La tendance ascendante des infections meningococ­
ciques qui s'est manifestee en Ontario au cours de Ia periode janvier­
avril 1972 s'est maintenue pendant toute l'annee; le nombre de 
cas enregistre, solt 92, dont 23 mortels, est le plus eleve depws 1960. 
Ces cas se sont produits un peu partout dans la province, plus parti­
culierement dans Jes zones densement peuplees. 

En 1972, le taux d'atteinte a ele superieur de 130 % a celui de 
1971. Seuls juin et juillet ont ete exempts de deces dus aces infec­
tions. Le taux global de letalite a ete de 25 %. La letalite a ete 
maximale (50 %) pendant !es mois OU !'incidence a ete la plus faible, 
soit aoilt et novembre. 

Sur les 92 malades, 51 etaient du sexe masculin et 41 du sexe 
femimn. Le nombre des deces s'est eleve a 12 chez !es hommes et 
11 chez !es femmes. Pour !es deux sexes, le taux de morbidite le 
plus eleve a ete enreg1stre dans le groupe d'age de moins de cinq 
ans avec, chez Jes hommes, un pie mineur dans le groupe 15-19 ans. 

Les infections mt\ningococciques se repartissent entre Jes grands 
types clmiqucs suivants: bacteriemie meningococcique, meningite 
meningococcique, meningococcemie aigue, meningococcemie fou­
droyante, meningo-encephalopathie et septicemic meningococcique 
chronique. Surles 92 cas de 1972, 57, soit 62 %, etaient dus a une 
meningite meningococcique qui a provoque 4,3 % du total des 
deci:s, alors que Jes 18 cas de meningococcemie foudroyante qui ne 
representa1ent que 19,6 % du total des cas ont ete responsables de 
15 deces, soit 65,2 % du total des deces. Les deux cas de meningo­
encephalopath1e ont eu une issue fatale. Les adultes semblent bien 
resister aux formes septicemiques manifestes mais, comme Jes 
enfants, ils res1stent ma! aux formes foudroyantes ainsi que l'in­
diquent Jes taux de letalite. 

Aucun cas secondaire n'a ete observe chez les contacts proches 
des malades. Dans Ia plupart des cas, des prelevements nasophacyn­
giens ont ete operes chez Jes contacts auxquels un traitement pro­
phylactique a ete admmistre. La prophylaxie a la penicilline ne 
permet pas d'eliminer Jes meningocoques chez !es porteurs et n'est 
pas recommandee. En Ontario Jes organismes isoles se soot reveles 
sensibles a la plupart des antibiotiques, y compns aux sulfamides.
